Over the fifteen years I have been a member of the Rochester Chapter of the Sons of the American Revolution, I have seen many medals and certificates presented to a host of people both in the general public and from among the Chapter members. Most of the time when a Chapter member is honored, it is for something he has accomplished while a member and of which the membership is generally aware. However, it is necessary and appropriate from time to time that the Board of Managers of the Rochester Chapter pause to consider those quiet and unsung members who have gone about their daily work while upholding the highest standards of SAR membership, but who have not been recognized for the good work they do. We have been attempting to recognized and honor more of those members lately and in that spirit tonight wish to honor one of our own with the SAR Silver Good Citizenship Medal and Certificate.


The Honorable Culver K. Barr is a forty-year member of the Rochester Chapter, having joined in 1972. One would think that over such a span of time he would have accomplished quite a few things and that would be a valid conclusion. Judge Barr has more than earned this award. For those unfamiliar with it, SAR National regulations require approval by the State Society for presentation of the Silver Good Citizenship Medal and further require a minimum of six forms of public service before a chapter is allowed to present the medal. With the help of his good wife, Kathy, I am pleased to say that we had no problem collecting the sorts of proof required. We began with the idea of making this a surprise presentation, but I doubt Kathy and I got very far before any pretense of secrecy was lost. Still, we tried. Among the various public service activities with which Culver has been involved may be counted his membership in the Monroe County Bar Association and 51 years of service as an attorney in Rochester and Monroe County; five years of service as a Rochester City Court judge; 10 years as a Monroe County Court judge; an incorporator and founding member of the 19th Ward Community Association; a past member of the Board of Directors of the Friendship Children’s Center and a past member of the Board of Directors of the Rochester and Monroe County Humane Society. This list only suggests the breadth and depth of the services offered by the Honorable Culver K. Barr to the Rochester and Monroe County community and on behalf of the Rochester Chapter of the Empire State Society of the National Society of the Sons of the American Revolution, we are proud to have our President, Jim Eagan, present Culver Barr with the Silver Good Citizenship Medal and Certificate.
