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Notes to the Reader

This project began when two graduate students at Nazareth College of Rochester, one planning to teach Social Studies and one planning to teach Art, decided to partner to create a teacher resource in collaboration with the local Sons of the American Revolution. The purpose of their work was to support teachers who might like to bring their students to visit an exhibit of the Porter pastels: modern drawings of significant Revolutionary War locations in New York State. It grew from there, as you will see. We encourage you to browse through this resource, and decide what you might be able to use. We have tried to provide everything from a brainstorming based on the New York State standards, to sample lesson plans, to printable materials and annotated bibliographies of websites, movies and books that you can use.

Authors’ Statement

J. Erwin Porter (1903-1981) was a Rochester artist who is best known for his “All along the Erie Canal” pastel series produced in the 1960s that has been exhibited through out New York State.  Now for the first time, the public has the significant opportunity to view another pastel series Porter created chronicling significant Revolutionary War sites across New York State.  These sites create a narrative of key events that played a highly essential role in the American Revolution most are unaware of.  It is the Sons of the American Revolution’s beliefs that this group of pastel drawings can serve as a unique educational tool to teach this essential topic that is visited every single year within schools.  


Upon J. Erwin Porter’s death, his family donated the bulk of his artwork to the New York State Museum where they have been in storage.  Through the intensive lobbying efforts of his son Jon Porter of Geneseo, the Empire State Society of the National Society of the Sons of the American Revolution, and Amie Alden, Livingston Country Historian, funds were raised to mat and frame the first 12 of the 22 pastel drawings in this series and mount the first exhibit in Geneseo. Funds to matte and frame the remaining pastel drawings have been raised as of this writing (May, 2012) and the work is in progress. 


These pastel drawings present a unique experience for teachers to use while teaching the topic of the American Revolution.  Teachers may choose to work collegially to connect Art and Social Studies by providing a visual experience for students while learning about the American Revolution in Social Studies and about pastel landscape drawings in the Visual Arts.  This opportunity could enhance students’ learning and provide an experience where their understanding will increase due to the creative learning opportunity presented.

Related New York State Social Studies Standards

After viewing the J. Erwin Porter collection in person, we believe that this artistic representation of New York State’s role in the American Revolution provide teachers and their students with an alternative and in-depth view of studying the events of the American Revolution that occurred throughout New York State.  The pastel collection brings historical events close to home, for New Yorkers, events which have often been glossed over when looking at the American Revolution as a whole.  But as native New Yorkers, it is important for our students to understand that our entire state played a role in eventually winning freedom from the British Empire.  The stories behind each pastel drawing provide a glimpse into our history as a state and remind us that significant events, even those that are not in every textbook, occurred right at our doorsteps.  As a result, we have taken the Porter pastel collection and made connections with the New York State Social Studies Learning Standards to increase the effectiveness of studying the American Revolution.  By doing so, we can meet the following standards and key ideas within our suggested activities:


Standard 1

They are able to take the American Revolution and make connections to themselves and the world around themselves.

They will see and analyze the connection between the events that took place within New York State and the influence these events had on J. Erwin Porter. In addition, they will see the impact the choice of an established recent artist to document the locations of key events of long ago with pastel drawings has on modern understanding of those events.

Suggested Teaching Activities: A Brainstorming
These suggested activities are grouped into categories of before you and your class visit an exhibit of the pastels, during your visit, and after your visit. All activities may be scheduled at any time during your unit of study. The various activities can be linked to the New York State and Common Core standards, depending on each teacher’s goals and objectives.

· Pick a pastel drawing that depicts the location closest to your school. Learn what occurred at this location during the 1700’s and how it affected your community. This is to build relevance for students to their community and local history. Teacher will provide appropriate materials within the classroom to these specific locations.  This could help students to learn how to research.

· Create a newspaper for the 1700’s time period, complete with contemporary news, fashion, entertainment, and feature items, including a news article on the Revolutionary War event that took place nearby.

· On the National Geographic site (http://education.nationalgeographic.com/education/mapping/interactive-map/?ar_a=1) teachers can create an interactive electronic map mapping out all of the events of the American Revolution. (This is especially useful if teachers have a SMARTBoard in their rooms.)

· Teacher can assign students as individuals or in teams to certain pastel drawings to explore, analyze and take notes on.  They will receive one of the information sheets when entering the gallery explaining each of the pastel drawings and the site that they took place.  Students will present their pastel drawings to the class reflecting on their reaction to the pastel, the description of the event that took place, and suggest reasons behind why the artist may have chosen certain aspects of the drawing.  Aspects of the drawing may include time of year that is depicted, viewpoint, background choices, foreground choices, focus object.
· Writing Assignment: Based on your knowledge of this drawing, why did the artist include the aspects he did?

· Put yourself in this drawing; describe what events took place as if you were there to witness them.  
· RAFT activity: Role, Audience, Format and Topic.
· Art Activity: Students will take their knowledge on J. Erwin Porter and his pastel drawings and build relevance through creating their own drawing of an event that took place in their life that held significance  (using your choice of paints, colored pencils, pastels, etc.)

· Blank Map of New York State (included in this resource): Before: Label each event that occurred at the locations across New York State.  During:  Take cut out pictures of pastels and place one at each event on their map as they see the pastels within the gallery.  After: Write descriptions of each place.

· Break students into groups of three or four and assign a certain number of events that happened in the American Revolution within each state.  Each group will research these events and write brief descriptions of each.  In the gallery, the group will find the pastel drawings that pair with their events signed and will look at them and analyze the pictures in front of them.  Each group will present their previous knowledge on the events that took place within the pastel drawing to the rest of the class.  Groups will take notes on each student’s presentation.

· Using the list of events, contained within the J. Erwin Porter pastel drawings create a thematic timeline that chronologically orders the events that took place in the American Revolution within New York State. (Electronically or Hard copy)

· Electronic Timeline: Dipity- Students are to include information connecting to social studies along with the causes and effects of these events.  Fill in picture of the painting before and brief description and finish with fuller descriptions and research after the visit.  After the visit students can also include art criticism elements where they can describe their reactions to the pastel drawings and evaluations on the pieces themselves.

· Assign pastel drawings to certain students to research prior to the visit at the exhibit 

· On the National Geographic site (http://education.nationalgeographic.com/education/mapping/interactive-map/?ar_a=1) teachers can create an interactive electronic map mapping out all of the events of the American Revolution (especially if teachers have a 

· SMART Board in their rooms!)

· Teacher can assign students certain pastel drawings to explore, analyze and take notes on.  They will receive one of the information sheets when entering the gallery explaining each of the pastel drawings and the site that they took place.  Students will present their assigned pastel drawing to the class reflecting on their reaction to the pastel, the description of the event that took place, and analyze the reasons behind why the artist chose certain aspects to include in the drawing.


· Writing Assignment: Based on your knowledge of this drawing, why did the artist include the aspects he did?
· Question: What happened at this particular place?

· Activity: Compare and Contrast two of the pastel drawings.
· Put yourself in this drawing; describe what events took place as if you were there to witness them.  

· Art Activity: Ask students to connect their knowledge on the American Revolution, the impacting events that happened in New York State that changed the course of the war, and think about events within their lives that have changed their lives and create an artist book visually linking these events together.
· Using the list of events, depicted in the J. Erwin Porter pastel drawings, create a thematic timeline that chronologically orders the events that took place in the American Revolution within New York State. (Electronically or Hard copy)

· Electronic Timeline: Students include information connecting to social studies along with the causes and effects of these events.  Fill in picture of the painting before and brief description and finish with fuller descriptions and research after the visit.  After the visit students can also include art criticism elements where they can describe their reactions to the pastel drawings and evaluations on the pieces themselves.

· RAFT activity: Role, Audience, Format and Topic
· Assign one drawing per student/group of students to research.  They will analyze the pastel drawing and complete the research both prior and after the experience within the gallery.
· Blank Map of New York State: Before: Label each spot at the event that occurred at the spot. During: Take map along and cross out as student views and reacts to drawing. After: Ask students to reflect on visit: What did they SEE? What did they WONDER? What do they want to KNOW NEXT?

· Write newspaper articles for the late 1700’s, complete with contemporary news, fashion, entertainment, and feature items. Note to students how different life was in New York City compared to upstate during that time.
· Take notes on the landscape during the visit. After, answer the question of how this particular event may have affected the course of the American Revolution.
· Question: What happened at this particular place? Use your best expository writing to write just the facts: Who/ What/ Where/ When/ How/ Why.
· Assign a pastel drawing to each student to study prior to the visit at the exhibit, in order to be prepared to present “their” drawing to their peers. During the exhibit, they will act as docent to their peers at that drawing as they present the pastel drawing, explaining the event the pastel drawing represents and their reflections of the picture before them.
· On the National Geographic site (http://education.nationalgeographic.com/education/mapping/interactive-map/?ar_a=1) teachers can create an interactive electronic map mapping out all of the events of the American Revolution.  (Especially if teachers have a SMART Board in their rooms!)

· Create a persuasive essay to state the importance of having New York frontiersmen create maps of the area and important geographical data for either army to use.  Please explain the benefits from knowing the terrain and the people to understanding other geographical forces at play. 
· Study various pastel techniques and choices. Experiment with working with pastels in creating a landscape drawing: what works, what doesn’t? What are the pros and cons compared to a pencil sketch? A photograph? An oil painting? An watercolor painting? 


· Teacher can assign students one pastel drawing each to explore, analyze and take notes on.  (Note the 11th grade readability historical material in this resource). Students will present “their” pastel drawings to the class reflecting on their reaction to the pastel, the description of the event that took place, and analyze the reasons behind why the artist chose certain aspects of the drawing.

· Students can be placed into different critique groups, each highlighting a different aspect of the drawing (e.g. composition, color choices, preparation and organization) and will be assigned a group of pastels which they will discuss and critique and then present to the class.

· As you look at the pastel drawings, take notes on the how geographic features would impact either result:  Would this space create a better chance to have conflict among the people as they chose what side to join, or would this space foster cooperation among those living there to band together and survive? Why do you think so?

· Art Activity: To expand from the experience of viewing the pastel drawings, students can take into consideration the symbolism used within landscape drawings and paintings.  They can think about how and why artists include certain things within their depictions, the colors, styles and portrayal of the subject matter.  They will take this into consideration and create their own landscape of a place that has had a high influence on their lives.  They will be asked to include symbolism, color and a style that mirrors what they are trying to portray.  (Teacher can choose medium.)

· Using the list of events, contained within the J. Erwin Porter pastel drawings create a thematic timeline that chronologically orders the events that took place in the American Revolution within New York State. (Electronically or Hard copy)

· Electronic Timeline: Students should include information connecting to social studies along with the causes and effects of these events.  After the visit students could include art criticism elements where they can describe their reactions to the pastel drawings and evaluations on the pieces themselves.

· Town Meeting Forum: At the next town meeting, each citizen (student) will prepare a statement about whether or not the town should join the side of the American patriots or the British loyalists from the perspective of someone living in one of the locations in New York State in the Porter pastels in the late 1700’s.  You must be able to defend your stance when other members of your community question your reasoning and purpose for choosing to join that particular side.
· In a two-three page essay compare and contrast the relationship between the British loyalists and American patriots living on the New York State frontier in regards to relations between each other and the Native Americans living around/amongst them.  Why did some Native Americans side with the Americans, while most chose to align themselves with the British?

· As you walk around the exhibit, take notes on issues found among the people living throughout upstate New York in the late 1700’s and how they reacted to the American Revolution in their area.  Using the data gained from the facts behind the Porter collection, prepare a brief 5-minute oral presentation on one event that occurred about which the student had no previous knowledge. Why do you believe that this event is significant to understanding the role of New York State to the American Revolution?  What effect did this event have on political, social, and economic life of the people living there?

Lesson Plans for Before, During and After a Gallery Visit, Grade 4

The American Revolution, Near Our Community
Grade 4
Objectives:  

· Students will be able to describe at least one important event which occurred during the American Revolution near their current home in New York State.

· With guidance, students will be able to enter numbered events from the American Revolution on a blank map of New York State.

· Students will prepare for and complete a visit to a gallery to view pastel drawings of sites in New York State at which important events during the Revolutionary War took place.
Standards met:
Social Studies Standard 1: History of the United States and New York
Use a variety of intellectual skills to demonstrate their understanding of major ideas, eras, themes, developments, and turning points in the history of the United States and New York.

Key Idea 4: The skills of historical analysis include the ability to: explain the significance of historical evidence; weigh the importance, reliability, and validity of evidence; understand the concept of multiple causation; understand the importance of changing and competing interpretations of different historical developments.

Social Studies Standard 3: Geography

Use a variety of intellectual skills to demonstrate their understanding of the geography of the interdependent world in which we live—local, national, and global—including the distribution of people, places, and environments over the Earth’s surface.

Materials: 

· Copies of blank maps of New York State for every student

· Handouts of Pastel Drawing Descriptions, 4th grade readability

· Pencils, color pencils
· Chalk or markers for classroom board

Process: Before gallery visit
A. “Students, today we will be preparing for our visit to the _______Gallery in order to see some pastel drawings. These drawings are modern drawings, made of important places in the American Revolution. I have some questions to get us started:”

1) Have any of you ever made a drawing with pastels? What are pastels?

2) What do you know about the American Revolution so far? (could list on Board as students contribute)

3) Do you know of any events during the American Revolution that took place here in New York State?
B. “First, let’s take a look at how many different events took place here in New York State during the eight years of the American Revolutionary War.”

C. Put blank map on overhead and hand out blank maps to students.

D. Go through the documented 12 events in order and have students label their maps with the numbers 1 through 12 for each event.   Be sure to label your home community with an “H.”

E. Divide class into 12 small groups. Each group will act as a docent, or teacher, for the rest of the class when you go to the gallery. (Note: Modification for students whose reading level is developing at this grade level: Give those students one of the shorter descriptions OR group heterogeneously so that there is a grade level reader in each group.)

F. Read your description. Can you each retell the story of your description? Practice with your group so that everyone in the group gets to say part of the story. (Note: Modification for students who are more advanced: students can go to a computer to acquire more information about their site. Or Students can be offered the 7th grade reading level descriptions.)

G. Tomorrow we will visit the pastel drawings which we just talked about. Each of your groups will have the chance to talk about your pastel drawing to the rest of the class. We use special manners in galleries: We walk. We talk in indoor voices. We keep our hands and feet to ourselves. We look with our eyes and we do not get close to the artwork. All of these special manners help to protect the artwork.

Process during gallery visit:
A. Students move as a class. Remind students of manners. Direct students to the pastel showing the earliest event. Ask group to listen to the docent explain what happened there. Have students show a partner where that event occurred on their map, relative to where they live.

B. Repeat for each of the 12 key pastel drawings.

C. As a “treasure hunt,” ask students to look closely (but not to stand too closely to the art work so that they tip over into it!) to see what else they notice about the pastel drawings. Ask them to remember what they see.

Process after gallery visit:

A:  Ask students to write in their journal about what they remember seeing when they went on their “treasure hunt” at the end.

B. As a class, complete a K-W-L chart (What we Knew, What we Want to Know next, and What we Learned from our visit)

Assessment: 

Were maps correctly completed? Were most groups able to retell their event? At the gallery, were students able to tell their adopted drawing’s story to classmates? Were students able to behave properly at the gallery?

K-W-L chart: Were students able to recount one or more important events that occurred during the American Revolution here in New York State?

Possible connection:  The Art teacher could include a unit on pastel landscape drawing during the time the classroom teacher is completing this unit.  Students could compose and sketch in pencil and then complete in pastel a personal landscape drawing of a place that is important to their own life, just as Mr. Porter sketched in pencil and then completed his work in pastel.

Lesson Plans for Before, During and After a Gallery Visit, Grade 7

People in the American Revolution
Grade 7
Objectives:  
· Students will prepare a one-page research report on a person who was involved in one of the American Revolutionary War events that took place at a site illustrated by Mr. J. Erwin Porter.

· Students will present a summary of their report to classmates as students walk through the gallery of the pastel drawings, going to each drawing in the order of the events.

· Students will reflect after their gallery visit on one person they learned about who was not the person they studied, one contribution that person made, and one event they learned about during their visit. 

Standards met:
Social Studies Standard 1

History of the United States and New York

Use a variety of intellectual skills to demonstrate their understanding of major ideas, eras, themes, developments, and turning points in the history of the United States and New York.

· Key Idea 2: Important ideas, social and cultural values, beliefs, and traditions from New York State and United States history illustrate the connections and interactions of people and events across time and from a variety of perspectives.
· Key Idea 3: Study about the major social, political, economic, cultural, and religious developments in New York State and United States history involves learning about the important roles and contributions of individuals and groups

Materials: 
Descriptions of Porter pastel drawings, printed for each student or emailed to each student or attached to a class website.

Access to textbooks, resource books or the internet

Process: Before gallery visit

A. “About 50 years ago, a prominent artist who lived here in New York State decided to document various historical events which occurred here in his beloved state, by making pastel drawings of the locations where the events took place. His name was Mr. J. Erwin Porter. He grew up in Livingston County and lived most of his adult life in Penfield, New York, near Rochester. One series of events he decided to document were Revolutionary War events. Today, I will be providing you with descriptions of twelve of these events. We will each choose one event, study that event, choose one person who participated in that event, and then write a research report on that person. I will ask you to summarize your research report when we go on our field trip to the gallery to see these pastel drawings.”

B. Divide up events, using 7th grade readability descriptions. (Note: Students who are still developing at this grade level might use the 4th grade readability descriptions. Advanced students might use the high school descriptions.)

C. Each student individually researches his or her event. They choose a person who participated in the event. Students who like working with a partner could choose one event and two different people from that event.

D. Students write a research report, using the checklist. Students then summarize their own report into three or four sentences, with notes taken on an index card.

Note: It will probably take students two to three days to research their report, write it and then summarize it onto a note card. You may want to have students work in small work groups to help each other practice talking from their note card.

E. Tomorrow we will visit the pastel drawings which we just talked about. Each of you will have the chance to talk about your pastel drawing to the rest of the class. We use special manners in galleries: What do you already know about visiting a gallery? (We walk. We talk in indoor voices. We keep our hands and feet to ourselves. We look with our eyes and we do not get close to the artwork. All of these special manners help to protect the artwork.)

Process during gallery visit:

Class starts with the drawing portraying the earliest event. At each drawing, the student or students who studied a person who took part in that event tells about the person he or she researched.

After the gallery walk, students are invited to walk around to look at the remaining drawings and develop questions that they are curious about.

Process after gallery visit:

Students turn in research papers and note cards. Students write a personal in-class reflection: If I were the person I learned about, would I have acted the same way in the same circumstances? Why or why not? With a whole class debrief, students are asked to tell about one event they learned about that surprised them  and why.

Assessment: 


Do students produce research reports with all of the elements in the checklist? Can they summarize their own work into three or four sentences and then into notes? Are they able to make a connection to the person they studied, analyze that person’s behavior at the time, and give an opinion on how they would have acted? 

Checklist for 7th grade research report

Who is that Revolutionary War person I can imagine in the J. Erwin Porter Pastel Drawing?
· Do I provide the name and dates of birth and death of my person?

· Do I tell where the person was born, lived and died?

· Do I tell which side the person was on during the Revolutionary War and why?

· Do I tell what connection this person has to one of the sites documented in the Porter Pastels?

· Do I tell what happened at that site and when?

· Do I tell what happened to that person after the Revolutionary War?

Lesson Plans for Before, During and After a Gallery Visit, Studio Art

Landscape Drawings of Historically Significant Locations

Studio Art - Drawing
Objectives:  
· Through the J. Erwin Porter Pastels, students will experience a gallery setting, view professional works of art and participate in viewing professional works completed by an established New York State artist.  
· Students will create a landscape pastel drawing of a significant location using techniques similar to those used by Mr. Porter.

· Students will assume the role of illustrator of an historically significant site, and will make choices about their own pastel drawing which help to tell the story of the site.
Standards met:
New York State Visual Arts Standard 2: Knowing and Using Arts Materials and Resources Students will be knowledgeable about and make use of the materials and resources available for participation in the arts in various roles.
Materials:

Process: Before gallery visit

H. “About 50 years ago, a prominent artist who lived here in New York State decided to document various historical events which occurred here in his beloved state, by making pastel drawings of the locations where the events took place. His name was Mr. J. Erwin Porter. He grew up in Livingston County and lived most of his adult life in Penfield, New York, near Rochester. One series of events he decided to document were Revolutionary War events. Today, I will be showing you reproductions of those pastel drawings. We will be discussing the process used in creating a pastel landscape drawing, the kinds of decisions made by an artist, and the benefits and limitations of the medium of pastels.”

I. Let’s just talk about one drawing first: What decisions did Mr. Porter make as he planned this piece? (Choose any one. Encourage students to think about the viewpoint, the composition and balance, the colors/ time of year portrayed, important elements of the piece that told the story, working en plein air vs. working from photographs, the benefits and drawbacks of the medium.)

J. Tomorrow we will visit the pastel drawings which we just talked about. Each of you will have the chance to talk about your pastel drawing to the rest of the class. Of course, we use special manners in galleries: What do you already know about visiting a gallery? (We walk. We talk in indoor voices. We keep our hands and feet to ourselves. We look with our eyes and we do not get close to the artwork. We want to help to protect the artwork.)

Process during gallery visit:

Students walk about the gallery alone or with a partner or two. They are encouraged to bring their descriptions of the pieces and to take notes on those descriptions. There are a number of the pastel drawings which can be examined for the pencil sketch which the artist did in advance of the pastel work, so the viewer can get a hint of the work involved. Students should be encouraged to ask “What if…?” and “Why..?” questions: What if he had sketched this scene from this viewpoint instead? What if he had left out this element? Why do you suppose he made this choice of season? Of color? 

Process after gallery visit:

Class discussion: What is one choice you noted that was made by Mr. Porter as an artist? Why do you think that was a choice? Why do you think he made it the way he did? (Note: This could take the format of a Socratic discussion, using any guidelines which the teacher chooses.)

Students choose a significant location locally, and plan and create a pastel drawing of the location. They also write a description of the event at that location to accompany their piece. 
Depending on resources, students may visit the location or work from photographs.

Assessment: 


Are students able to analyze the pastel drawings for choice and defend their opinion with facts? Do students produce a pastel landscape of a significant location locally? Do they make conscious choices while planning the piece, which they can articulate?

Site Descriptions, 4th Grade

J. Erwin Porter Pastels

Vocabulary you will need:

Allies:  Political friends. Usually your allies will help you in a war.

Ambuscade: A place where an ambush occurs. An ambush is a surprise attack.

Cantonment: a camping place where an army stays for the winter.

Loyalists or Tories:  People who wanted the American colonies to belong to England (or Britain)

Patriots:  People who supported the American Colonies’ fight to be independent of England (or Britain)

Scout:  Person who travels ahead of an army to figure out if enemies are ahead. If enemies are ahead, the scout tries to get a helpful message back to the army.

· Date unknown

· Old Fort Johnson, Amsterdam, New York

· Old Fort Johnson is really a house.  The house was built by Sir William Johnson in 1749. This was over 20 years before the war.  The roof was made of lead. During the Revolutionary War, the roof was removed. It was melted down to make lead bullets for the Patriots’ guns.

· 1775 and 1777

· Fort Ticonderoga, Ticonderoga, New York

· The Green Mountain Boys from Vermont won the first big battle here for the Americans. This was before the Declaration of Independence was signed in 1776. The British recaptured the fort in 1777. Two months after that, the Americans again captured the British outposts around this fort. 

· 1776

· Valcour Island, Plattsburg, New York

· This island is in the middle of Lake Champlain. An early battle took place here in 1776. The British won. However, the American Patriots were able to retreat to Fort Ticonderoga where they were safer.

· 1777

· Oriskany Battlefield Memorial

· A very large battle was fought on the Oriskany Battlefield. The American Patriots had help from their allies, the Oneida Native American Indian tribe. The British had help from their allies, the Seneca and the Mohawk tribes. The Americans forced the British to retreat. Many people died here in the battle. This win gave the Americans courage to continue fighting the difficult war.

· 1778 and 1782

· Fort Herkimer Church, Mohawk, New York

· This church was a shelter for the Patriots several times during the long Revolutionary War. It even had a gun mounted on its tower for a while!

· 1778

· Fort Ontario, Oswego, New York

· Fort Ontario started out as a British fort. The Americans destroyed it in 1778. The British rebuilt it in 1782. After the Revolutionary War was over, the British gave it to the Americans in 1796.

· 1779

· Groveland Ambuscade, Groveland, New York

· A scouting party for the Americans was ambushed here in 1779. Most of the scouts were killed; some were captured. Some escaped to warn the American Patriots under General Sullivan about what was up ahead.

· 1779

· The Torture Tree, Cuylerville, New York

· The captured scouts from the Groveland ambush were marched here. They were killed here. When General Sullivan learned what had happened, he communicated with General Washington. To make sure nothing like this happened again, General Sullivan destroyed the villages and crops in this area. This made all of the Native Americans who were allies of the British in this region move away.

· 1780

· Old Stone Fort, Schoharie, New York

· This fort was originally a church. It survived an attack by the British in 1780. You can still see a hole in one of the walls which was made by a cannonball during that attack. It is now a museum.

· 1781

· Schuyler Mansion, Albany, New York

· This beautiful big home belonged to Philip Schuyler. He was a businessman, a Revolutionary War general. Later he became a U.S. Senator. Alexander Hamilton married General Schuyler’s daughter here in 1780. In 1781, the Native American Indians in this region tried to kidnap General Schuyler. They did not succeed.

· 1782 – June 1783

· New Windsor Cantonment, Vails Gate, New York

· 7000 American soldiers and 500 civilian refugees camped here during the winter of 1782-83. The soldiers practiced drills so they would be ready for battles in the spring. However, the Revolutionary War ended in April 1783. The soldiers did not have to fight any more.

· 1783

· Fraunces Tavern, New York City, New York

· In 1783, General Washington said good-bye to his Army at this tavern. Today, it is a museum for the Revolutionary War.

· Date: throughout the War
Old Fort Johnson

Location:

Old Fort Johnson is located at the intersection of State Routes 5 and 67(three miles west of the City of Amsterdam), Fort Johnson, Montgomery County, New York. 

Description/Significance:

Old Fort Johnson is the original limestone house built by Sir William Johnson, Superintendent of Indian Affairs of all British Colonies of North America. It was finished in 1749. The home was fortified or strengthened in order to protect the people who lived there. Johnson eventually built an even larger home in nearby Johnstown. 

Johnson fled to Canada during the American Revolution, because he was loyal to the British. The building’s original lead roof was melted down to be turned into bullets for the Americans.  It is believed that General Washington used the privy during a visit.  (It still works. You can use it too if you visit this site!)

The site was listed as a National Historic Landmark in 1972. It is now owned by Montgomery County. It is operated by the Montgomery County Historical Society as a museum and research center. The catastrophic flooding during August , 2011 closed the building until further notice. 

· 1775 and 1777

Fort Ticonderoga

Location:

Fort Ticonderoga National Historic Landmark is located two miles from the hamlet of Ticonderoga, on Sandy Redoubt Road, Essex County, New York.

Description/Significance:

Fort Ticonderoga was built by the French in 1755. This was the beginning of the Seven Years’ War in North America. The Fort overlooks the outlet of the La Chute River connecting Lake George with Lake Champlain. 

The Green Mountain Boys led by Ethan Allen and Benedict Arnold captured this star-shaped British fort on May 10, 1775. This was America’s first major victory of the Revolutionary War. After the victory, the cannons were transported to the highlands surrounding Boston. This supported General Washington as he drove the British out of Boston. 

In June of 1777, General Burgoyne reacquired the fort for the British by occupying the high ground of Mount Defiance. Now, the American forces evacuated. Two months later, Col. John Brown captured British outposts surrounding Ticonderoga in a surprise raid. This happened at the same time as the first battle at Saratoga, where Burgoyne was defeated.

Restoration of the property began in 1909. The site became a National Historic Landmark in 1960 with an accredited museum. 

· 1776

Valcour Island

Location: 

Valcour Island and adjoining waters of Lake Champlain are located seven miles south of the City of Plattsburg, Clinton County, New York. 

Description/Significance: 

The Battle of Valcour Island took place October 11, 1776. It was one of the first naval battles of the American Revolution. The British soundly defeated an armada of small craft commanded by Benedict Arnold. Despite the overwhelming odds, Arnold stalled the British offensive. This allowed an orderly American retreat to Fort Ticonderoga. Arnold’s actions prevented the British from occupying the entire Hudson Valley.   

The entire island is now maintained within New York's Adirondack Park. Valcour Island is the largest of the seven islands in the Champlain Islands Management Complex. It has also been designated as bird conservation area. 

· 1777

Oriskany Battlefield Memorial

Location:

Oriskany Battlefield State Historic Site and National Historic Landmark, is located on State Route 69, Oriskany, Oneida County, New York. 

Description/Significance:  

The Battle of Oriskany has been described as one of the bloodiest battles of the war. When people say “bloodiest battle,” they mean that there were many people killed. It was a significant turning point in the Revolutionary War. 

On August 6, 1777, the British were attacking Fort Stanwix. Nearby, Brigadier General Nicholas Herkimer assembled hundreds of militiamen and Oneida allies to repel the attack. Upon hearing of Herkimer's advance, British and their allies ambushed the American troops.  The patriots fought in brutal hand-to-hand combat. In spite of heavy losses, the British and their allies were forced to retreat. During the battle, General Herkimer received the wound to his leg that led to his death ten days later.

A monument was dedicated on August 6, 1884, a memorial to those who fought so bravely and tenaciously to preserve freedom. Oriskany Battlefield was designated a New York State historic site in 1927 and designated a National Historic Landmark in 1963. 

· 1778 and 1782

Fort Herkimer Church

Location:

Fort Herkimer Church is located at 575 State Route 5-S (on the south side of the Mohawk River), Mohawk, New York. 
 

Description/Significance:

This church was built in 1753 by the original Palatine settlers. It is one of the oldest existing churches in New York State. The site is also the only remaining structure of the Fort Herkimer complex. Fort Herkimer was a 1750’s defense stronghold for the Mohawk Valley settlers during the French and Indian War. 

During the American Revolutionary War, Fort Herkimer Church was also a defensive structure. It served as a center for colonial militias.  It also housed numerous contingents of troops. In June 1775, a liberty pole was erected at the church. This may be the first raised in the state and perhaps the first in the country. 

The church was a neighborhood refuge during the raid of 1778. It served as a stronghold from which its defenders repulsed the Tory-Indian raiders of 1782. Fort Herkimer Church included a swivel gun mounted on its tower. It also had a palisade (a stockade wall of logs) surrounding its exterior. 
The church is currently owned by the Montgomery Classis of the Reformed Church in America, and is available special events. 
· 1778

Fort Ontario

Location:

Fort Ontario State Historic Site is located at One East Fourth Street, City of Oswego, Oswego County, New York. The site is situated on the south side of Lake

Ontario, directly east of the Oswego River.
Description/Significance:
Fort Ontario has undergone several major transformations. The first fortification on this site was built by the British in 1755. It was destroyed by the French one year later. The second British fort was completed in 1759. This became a base of operations for Indian and Tory raiding parties, which terrorized the Mohawk Valley frontier in particular. Then, in 1778, the second Fort Ontario was destroyed by American troops. The cemetery beside the Fort includes the graves of known and unknown soldiers of the Revolutionary War.         


The British reoccupied Oswego in 1782 and rebuilt Fort Ontario for the third time. In 1796 the fort was turned over to the United States. British land and naval forces attacked and destroyed the fort in May 1814. After Civil War era improvements, the post fell into decades of decline until World War II. Between 1944 and 1946 Fort Ontario was used as an emergency refugee center, the only one of its kind in the country, for victims of the Nazi Holocaust. The fort became a State Historic Site began in 1949.

· 1779

Groveland Ambuscade Memorial

Location:

The monument is located at Ambuscade Park on David Gray Road, Town of Groveland, Livingston County, New York. This site overlooks Conesus Lake.

Description/Significance:   

On September 13, 1779, a scouting party led by Lt. Thomas Boyd was ambushed by hundreds of Tories and Iroquois Indians, who intended to attack the main patriot column of General John Sullivan’s army. 

Fifteen scouts and an Oneida Indian guide were slain and eight others escaped to warn the advancing army. Lt. Thomas Boyd and Sgt. Michael Parker were taken captive. They were brought to Little Beard’s Town where they were killed. 

The Livingston County Historical Society acquired the property in 1899 and erected a monument in 1901. The remote park was eventually conveyed to State of New York Park Commission then deeded to the Town of Groveland. The park is now open to the public year round. 

In 2007 the Groveland Ambuscade Park was listed on the New York State Register of Historic Places and in 2009 met the requirements for listing on the National Register of Historic Places. 
· 1779

The Torture Tree

Location: 

The Torture Tree is located within Boyd & Parker Park, on State Route 20A, one half mile east of the hamlet of Cuylerville, Town of Leicester, Livingston County, New York. 

Description/Significance:

Upon this site was Little Beard’s Town, the largest Seneca village in the region. On September 14, 1779, the Continental army led by General John Sullivan, arrived shortly after the Indians had fled the village. They made a horrible discovery: the remains of Lt. Thomas Boyd and Sgt. Michael Parker. 

On September 15th, General Sullivan followed the orders of General Washington and destroyed 128 dwellings and extensive fields of crops in this area. This was an effort to remove the threat of further Tory and Indian raids on the American frontier. This marked the western limit of Sullivan’s Expedition and of the Revolutionary War in New York State. 

Certified to be over 250 years old, the Torture Tree still stands today in memory of the two Patriot heroes. The park is maintained by the Town of Leicester. It has been a gathering place for commemorative events since the early 19th century. 

In 2007 Boyd & Parker Memorial Park was listed on the New York State Register of Historic Places and in 2009 met the requirements for listing on the National Register of Historic Places. 
· 1780

Old Stone Fort at Schoharie

Location:

Old Stone Fort is located at 145 Fort Road, (about ¼ mile from Route 30), Village and County of Schoharie, New York. 

Description/Significance:

The Old Stone Fort (former Dutch Reformed Church) was originally constructed as a church in 1772. This stone structure was fortified during the Revolutionary War. It became a principal component of the “Lower Fort,” a frontier stockade and refuge for Schoharie Valley settlers from 1778 - 1785. 

On October 17, 1780, the Old Stone Fort withstood an attack by 800 British soldiers and Indians.  The building protected those local settlers who escaped through the door capture or death from the invaders.  A hole from one of the cannonballs fired during the attack may still be seen in the rear of the structure. 

The building functioned as a church until 1845 and since 1888 has been the home of the Schoharie Historical Society that maintains a museum and research library. 

· 1781

Schuyler Mansion

Location:

The Schuyler Mansion State Historical Site and National Historic Landmark is located at 32 Catherine Street in the city of Albany, New York. It is on a bluff overlooking the Hudson River.

Description/Significance:

This was the grand home of Philip J. Schuyler. He was a renowned American Revolutionary War general, United States Senator, and business entrepreneur.  The Georgian structure built in the early 1760s set new standards for opulence and sophistication. 

The mansion was the site of military strategizing, political hobnobbing, and elegant social affairs. British General John Burgoyne was both a guest and later a prisoner here after his surrender at Saratoga in 1777. Guests also included George Washington and Alexander Hamilton. Hamilton married Schuyler’s daughter Elizabeth Schuyler at this house in 1780. On August 7, 1781, Indians loyal to the British initiated an unsuccessful raid on the mansion and failed to kidnap General Schuyler. 

In 1977, the Friends of Schuyler Mansion organized to help maintain Schuyler Mansion as an historic house museum. In 1991 the site became a National Historic Landmark.

· 1782 – June 1783

New Windsor Cantonment

Location:

The New Windsor Cantonment State Historic Site is located at 374 Temple Hill Road, (Route 300) Vails Gate, Orange County, New York. 

Description/Significance:
This is where the Continental Army under General George Washington spent the last winter and spring of the Revolutionary War (October 1782 – June 1783.) After the victory over the British at Yorktown, Virginia, General Washington moved a large part of his army to New Windsor for winter quarters or “cantonment,” a military enclave.  

By late December 1782, more than 7,000 troops, along with 500 women and children civilian refugees camped there in 600 log huts built by the soldiers. Over the winter the troops drilled and made preparations for a possible spring campaign. Following the news of a provisional peace treaty, Washington issued cease-fire orders effective April 19, 1783. The army was peacefully furloughed home after the eight-year War of Independence.

Today, the “Mountainville Hut” remains on this site and is perhaps the only surviving example of original timber construction by the Continental Army.  
· 1783

Fraunces Tavern

Location:

Fraunces Tavern Museum is located at 54 Pearl Street, Borough of Manhattan, New York, New York.

Description/Significance:

Fraunces Tavern was built in 1719 as a house for Oliver de Lancey, a member of the prominent Delancey family. In 1762, Samuel Fraunces purchased the property. The site became one of the most popular taverns of the day.
Fraunces Tavern is best known as the site where Washington gave his farewell address on December 4, 1783 to the officers of the Continental Army. The tavern also played a significant role in pre-Revolutionary activities as a meeting place for the Sons of Liberty. This group started in 1765 to protest and nullify the Stamp Act.
After the war, the tavern housed government agencies. It remained a functioning tavern throughout most of the 19th century. The tavern still stands today in lower Manhattan and contains an excellent museum of the Revolutionary War.

Old Fort Johnson

Location:

Old Fort Johnson is located at the intersection of State Routes 5 and 67(three miles west of the City of Amsterdam), Fort Johnson, Montgomery County, New York.

Finished in 1749, Old Fort Johnson is the original limestone house built by                Sir William Johnson, Superintendent of Indian Affairs of all British Colonies of North America. Johnson occupied the fortified home until he built a larger edifice in nearby Johnstown. 

After Johnson’s flight to Canada during the American Revolution, necessitated by his Loyalist sympathies, the building’s original lead roof was melted down for use as patriot bullets.  It is believed that General Washington used the still operational privy during a visit.  

The site listed as a National Historic Landmark in 1972, is now owned by Montgomery County and operated by the Montgomery County Historical Society as a museum and research center. The catastrophic flooding that occurred in August of 2011 necessitated closing the building until further notice.

Fort Ticonderoga

Location:

Fort Ticonderoga National Historic Landmark is located two miles from the hamlet of Ticonderoga, on Sandy Redoubt Road, Essex County, New York.

Description/Significance:

Fort Ticonderoga was built by the French in 1755, the beginning of the Seven Years’ War in North America, overlooking the outlet of the La Chute River connecting Lake George with Lake Champlain. 

America’s first major victory of the Revolutionary War came as a result of the surprise capture of this star-shaped British fort on May 10, 1775 by the Green

Mountain Boys led by Ethan Allen and Benedict Arnold. After the victory, the cannons were transported to the highlands surrounding Boston enabling General

Washington to compel the British to evacuate Boston. 

In June of 1777, General Burgoyne reacquired possession of the fort for the British by occupying the high ground of Mount Defiance. This compelled the American forces to evacuate. The Livingston County Historical Society acquired the property in 1899 and erected a monument in 1901. The remote park was eventually conveyed to State of New York Park Commission then deeded to the Town of Groveland. The park is now open to the public year round. 

In 2007 the Groveland Ambuscade Park was listed on the New York State Register of Historic Places and in 2009 met the requirements for listing on the National Register of Historic Places. 
· 1779

The Torture Tree

Location: 

The Torture Tree is located within Boyd & Parker Park, on State Route 20A, one half mile east of the hamlet of Cuylerville, Town of Leicester, Livingston County, New York. 

Description/Significance:

Upon this site was Little Beard’s Town, the largest Seneca village in the region. On September 14, 1779, the Continental army led by General John Sullivan, arrived shortly after the Indians had fled the village and discovered the mutilated remains of their comrades Lt. Thomas Boyd and Sgt. Michael Parker. 

On September 15th General Sullivan, following orders of General Washington, destroyed 128 dwellings and extensive fields of crops in an effort to remove the threat of further Tory and Indian raids on the American frontier. This marked the western limit of Sullivan’s Expedition and of the Revolutionary War in New York State. 

Local folklore comprised of nightmarish and grotesques tales involving Boyd & Parker have surrounded this massive burr oak for more than two centuries. Certified to be over 250 years old, the Torture Tree still stands today as silent sentinel in memory of the two Patriot heroes. The park is maintained by the Town of Leicester and has been a gathering place for commemorative events since the early 19th century. 

In 2007 Boyd & Parker Memorial Park was listed on the New York State Register of Historic Places and in 2009 met the requirements for listing on the National Register of Historic Places. 
· 1780

Old Stone Fort at Schoharie

Location:

Old Stone Fort is located at 145 Fort Road, (about ¼ mile from Route 30), Village and County of Schoharie, New York. 

Description/Significance:

The Old Stone Fort (former Dutch Reformed Church) was originally constructed as a church in 1772. This stone structure fortified during the Revolutionary War, became a principal component of the “Lower Fort,” a frontier stockade and refuge for Schoharie Valley settlers from 1778 - 1785. 

On October 17, 1780, it withstood an attack by 800 British soldiers and Indians.  The building protected those local settlers who made it through the door in time from near certain torture, slavery, or death at the hands of the British and their Indian allies.  A hole from one of the cannonballs fired during the attack may still be seen in the rear of the structure. 

The building functioned as a church until 1845 and since 1888 has been the home of the Schoharie Historical Society that maintains a museum and research library. 

· 1781

Schuyler Mansion

Location:

The Schuyler Mansion State Historical Site and National Historic Landmark is located at 32 Catherine Street in the city of Albany, New York.

Description/Significance:

This was the palatial home to Philip J. Schuyler, the renowned American Revolutionary War general, US Senator, and business entrepreneur.  The Georgian structure built in the early 1760s on a bluff overlooking the Hudson River, set new standards for opulence and sophistication. 

The mansion was the site of military strategizing, political hobnobbing, and elegant social affairs. British General John Burgoyne was both a guest and prisoner here after his surrender at Saratoga in 1777. Guests also included George Washington and Alexander Hamilton whose marriage to Schuyler’s daughter Elizabeth Schuyler took place in the house in 1780. On August 7, 1781, Indians loyal to the British initiated an unsuccessful raid on the mansion in a failed attempt to kidnap General Schuyler. 

In 1977, the Friends of Schuyler Mansion organized to help maintain Schuyler Mansion as an historic house museum and in 1991 the site became a National Historic Landmark.

· 1782 – June 1783

New Windsor Cantonment

Location:

The New Windsor Cantonment State Historic Site is located at 374 Temple Hill Road, (Route 300) Vails Gate, Orange County, New York. 

Description/Significance:
This is where the Continental Army under General George Washington spent the last winter and spring of the Revolutionary War (October 1782 – June 1783.) After the victory over the British at Yorktown, Virginia, General Washington moved a large part of his army to New Windsor for winter quarters or “cantonment,” a military enclave.  

By late December 1782, more than 7,000 troops, along with 500 women and children civilian refugees encamped there in 600 log huts built by the soldiers. Over the winter the troops drilled and made preparations for a possible spring campaign. Following the news of a provisional peace treaty, Washington issued cease-fire orders effective April 19, 1783. The army was peacefully furloughed home after the eight-year War of Independence.

Today, the “Mountainville Hut” remains on this site and is perhaps the only surviving example of original timber construction by the Continental Army.  
· 1783

Fraunces Tavern

Location:

Fraunces Tavern Museum is located at 54 Pearl Street, Borough of Manhattan, New York, New York.

Description/Significance:

Fraunces Tavern was built in 1719 as a house for Oliver de Lancey, a member of the prominent Delancey family that contended with the Livingstons for leadership in colonial New York. In 1762 Samuel Fraunces purchased the property and the site became one of the most popular taverns of the day.
Fraunces Tavern is best known as the site where Washington gave his farewell address on December 4, 1783 to the officers of the Continental Army. The tavern also played a significant role in pre-Revolutionary activities as a meeting place for the Sons of Liberty, a group started in 1765 to protest and nullify the Stamp Act.
After the war, the tavern housed government agencies and remained a functioning tavern throughout most of the 19th century. The tavern still stands today in lower Manhattan and contains an excellent museum of the Revolutionary War.

E-interview between Amanda Bucholtz and Joe Rapone, and Mr. Jon Porter, Esq., son of the late Mr. J. Erwin Porter, the artist of the Porter Pastels, 3/ 30/ 2012

Q. What kind of knowledge do you have on your father's materials that he used for these drawings? (Fixative, types of pastels etc.)

A. He used pastels and applied a fixative on completion.
Q. Why do you feel he chose the locations he did and portrayed them the way he did in this depictions? 

A.  He chose these sites because of their historical significance
Q. What drove your dad to embark on this massive project?

A. An interest in New York’s history and a feeling that NY’s role in the Revolutionary War has been minimized when in fact it was pivotal.  If you think this is a massive project, you should see his series of 80 paintings along the Erie Canal.
Q. What kinds of preparations did he make for the drawings?  Did he work from photographs or the scenes?

A.  He traveled to the site to do the work.  No photographs.

Q. Did he complete intensive research on each scene prior to his depiction? 
A. He read a lot about the sites.

Q. What kinds of landscape symbolism are you aware of in these drawings, if any? 

A. No symbolism.

Revolutionary War Movies

(Includes theatrical releases, TV movies, and TV documentaries.)

1. Drums Along the Mohawk (1939) – 103 minutes. Based on Walter Edmund’s novel. Historical drama of Colonial settlers in upstate New York during the Revolutionary War. Henry Fonda and Claudette Colbert star as newlywed homesteaders, who must fend off marauding Indians and the British. Covers the aftermath of the Battle of Oriskany, including the death of General Herkimer. Directed by John Ford.

Considered a “vigorous, courageous story” that “richly captures [the] flavor of Colonial life” by film critic Leonard Maltin, who rated it 3 ½ out of 4 stars. Film critics Mick Martin and Marsha Porter give it 4 out of 5 stars, and describe it as a “richly detailed film,” “beautifully photographed,” and benefiting “from vibrant supporting performances.”

2. The Howards of Virginia (1940) – 122 minutes. Historical account of the Revolutionary War centering on an aristocratic family. Stars Cary Grant, Martha Scott and Cedric Hardwicke. 

Maltin gives it 2 ½ stars out of 4, and calls it “too long for such standard retelling.” Martin and Porter give it 2 out of 5 stars, and say it is tiring and too long.

3. Johnny Tremain (1957) – 80 minutes. Based on Ester Forbes’ novel about a boy who got involved in the Revolutionary War. Features the Boston Tea Party, Paul Revere’s Ride, and the Battles of Lexington and Concord. Part of the Great American Series by Walt Disney.

Considered an “excellent Disney film” by Maltin, and is rated better than good (3 ½ stars out of 5) by Martin and Porter. Cast is not well known today, but includes Sebastian Cabot and other recognizable character actors.

4. John Paul Jones (1959) – 126 minutes. Chronicles the life of America’s first naval hero. Covers his role in the American Revolution, his adventures helping Russia after the war, and his final years living in France. Stars Robert Stack. Many familiar faces in small or cameo roles, e.g., Bette Davis, Peter Cushing, and Macdonald Carey.

Rated 2 ½ out of 4 stars by Maltin and 2 ½ out of 5 by Martin and Porter, who describe the direction and Stack’s performance as “wooden.”

5. The Swamp Fox (1959-61) – TV series, 2 seasons, 8 episodes total. Based on the book by Robert Bass. Follows the adventures of Francis Marion, a South Carolina patriot, who headed a small but effective group of soldiers. On account of his elusive tactics Marion was dubbed the “Swamp Fox” by his enemies. Stars Leslie Nielson, who also sang the series theme.  Originally ran from October 1959 to January 1961 as part of a Walt Disney Frontierland anthology series, “Legendary Heroes,” and is now available on DVD.

6. The Rebels (1979) 190 minutes. The second of John Jake’s bicentennial bestsellers to be produced as a TV miniseries. “Using America’s history from 1775-1781 as a background, this [movie] allows us to experience the eventual triumph of our Continental army.” (Above quote from Martin and Porter.)

Miniseries is rated good (3 stars out of 5) by film critics Mick Martin and Marsha Porter. Cast includes Don Johnson, Doug McClure and Tanya Tucker. Martin and Porter further note that Johnson and McClure contribute significantly to the “swashbuckling adventure.”

7. Revolution (1986) – 125 minutes. Traces the experiences of an illiterate trapper and his son as they get caught up in the American Revolution. Begins in New York City, and includes the Battle of Long Island (Brooklyn Heights) in 1776 and the American victory at Yorktown in 1781. Stars Al Pacino, Donald Sutherland, and Nastassia Kinski as the only rebel in a family of Tories. Directed by Hugh Hudson of Chariots of Fire fame. 

Considered only fair by Martin and Porter and completely panned by Maltin (mostly for poor casting of leads in both cases), this movie has some fine photography, “splendid production values” (Maltin), and a unique perspective. Re-released in widescreen DVD format in 2009 as Revolution Revisited, and billed as a “reimagined” Director’s Cut, with new footage and added narration by Al Pacino. 

8. The American Revolution (1994) – Approx. 8 hours. A cable TV documentary produced by the Arts & Entertainment (A & E) Network. Hosted by Bill Curtis. Voices of Kelsey Grammer, Michael Learned, and Cliff Robertson. Combines battle re-enactments, rare archival material, and commentary by leading historians. The set includes six segments: “The Conflict Ignites,” “1776,” “Washington and Arnold,” “The World at War,” “England’s Last Chance,” and “Birth of the Republic.”

9. The Revolutionary War (1995) – A cable TV documentary produced by The Learning Channel (TLC). Narrated by Charles Kuralt. 

10. Liberty! The American Revolution (1997) – Approx. 6 hours. A Public Broadcasting System (PBS) TV documentary. Narrated by Edward Herrman. Features dramatic readings from letters and diaries of the period plus live-action re-creations. Covers events leading up to the war and America’s fight for freedom. 

11.  The Crossing (1999) – Approx. 100 minutes. This original film from A & E Network Studios tells the story of Washington crossing the Delaware River and defeating the Hessian mercenary force at Trenton, New Jersey. Stars Jeff Daniels as George Washington.

12. Founding Fathers, the Men Who Shaped Our Nation and Changed the World (2000) – Approx. 200 minutes. A documentary produced by MPH Entertainment, Inc., for the History Channel. Narrated by Edward Herrman. Explores the private sides of 

Washington, Jefferson, Franklin, Hamilton, Samuel and John Adams, Patrick Henry, and Thomas Paine. Voice talents include Hal Holbrook, Brian Dennehy, Michael York and Randy Travis.

13. The Patriot (2000) – 164 minutes. The story of a former hero of the French & Indian War, who is forced into the Revolutionary War in South Carolina when his eldest son enlists. Uses computerized special effects to create highly realistic battle scenes, including the significant American victory at Cowpens.

Considered “exquisitely filmed,” and rated 3 out of 4 stars by Maltin. Stars include Mel Gibson, as the “Ghost” (a character based on Francis Marion), Heath Ledger, Chris Cooper, and Jason Isaacs, as a character based on “Bloody” Banastre Tarleton.

14. Benedict Arnold, A Question of Honor (2002) – 100 minutes. This original film from 

A & E Television Network Studios tells the story of Benedict Arnold, who was at one time considered by George Washington to be the finest commander in the Continental Army. Movie depicts the events and personality traits of Arnold that ultimately lead to his betrayal. Includes scenes of the Battle of Saratoga. Stars Aiden Quinn as Benedict Arnold and Kelsey Grammer as George Washington. 

15. Fighting for Freedom: Revolution & Civil War (2002) – 90 minutes. Covers two wars: the American Revolution and the American Civil War, the first to gain America’s freedom from Great Britain and the second to gain freedom for American slaves. Recounts the horrors of both wars and the final realization of a dream. All-star cast includes Tom Hanks, Meryl Streep, Anthony Hopkins, and Samuel L. Jackson.

16. Rebels & Redcoats: How Britain Lost America (2004) – Approx. 200 minutes. PBS Home Video presents a British point of view on the American Revolution, depicting it as a British civil war rather than an idealistic fight for freedom. British historian Richard Holmes recasts history’s most astounding military struggle by exploring painful conflicts within American families torn apart by divided loyalties to King or new republic.
